StudentAttendanceSummary Object

Business Case

The StudentAttendanceSummary object provides a summary of a student’s attendance and membership information for a given school during a given period of time.  It is intended to be used for vertical reporting of data to a requesting authority, such as a state department of education.  It is designed to be used in a request/response capacity only.  No events will be generated if any of the information changes.  If it is important to an agent to monitor changes, that agent is expected to subscribe to the objects that are the authoritative sources for the elements within this object.

	A state-level data collection system wants to collect student attendance and membership data from school districts on individual students.  The state system agent sends a request for StudentAttendanceSummary to each SIS, and the SIS agents respond with the StudentAttendanceSummary objects that match the query conditions specified. 

	Actors
	Primary: State Data Collection System Agent

Secondary: Local SIS Agents

	Preconditions
	1. School district SIS agents are registered in the state zone and are authorized to respond to requests from the state agent.

2. The state agent is authorized to request data from the local SIS agents.

3. The state agent has already requested individual student data from the school district SIS agents and has loaded the student information into its database, including the StudentPersonalRefId for each student.

4. The state agent has already requested school information from the school district SIS agents and has loaded the information into its database, including the SchoolInfoRefId for each school.

	Outcomes
	The state system agent receives the StudentAttendanceSummary information and loads the state system with the data.

	Action Steps
	1. This use case begins when a state-level data collection system wants to obtain attendance and membership information on individual students.

2. The state system agent sends a SIF_Request with an object name of “StudentAttendanceSummary” and the appropriate query conditions (with zero or more of StudentPersonalRefId, SchoolInfoRefId, SchoolYear attributes) to each district (see ZIS use cases).  In each request message, the SIF_DestinationId element in SIF_Header is equal to the intended responder’s agent name.

3. The state system agent receives the SIF_Response messages with the matching object data from each SIS agent (see ZIS use cases).

4. This use case ends.
