1 Introduction

This document contains a test plan in fulfillment of the SIF 2.0 Object Approval process.  Logical testing of the objects was done.  There has also been some prototyping of the objects by a single vendor.  Both of theses types of testing yielded valuable information that was used to make adjustments to the objects.

Test Case 1: Testing with Accommodations was done first because of the potential for problems with the interaction between Assessment Workgroup (AWG) objects and the Test Accommodation object produced by the Special Programs workgroup.   Object choreography was clarified and the test case was modified to reflect how the objects should interact.  The logical testing for this test case was carried out using several members of AWG in a role-playing format.  Objects were passed from actor to actor.  For each transaction, the workgroup verified that the information needed by each actor was provided by the object available to each actor.  

The Testing with Accommodations test case exercises all of the objects and covers most of the anticipated functionality of the objects.  The other test cases were carried out by individuals or were not carried out.
