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Business Case

It is important for the assessment administration system to report to other systems the demographic and status variables of the student at the time the test was taken or as recorded by the test proctor.  For example, when a student is registered for school, they may not be qualified as Title I.  At the time of the assessment administration, the student may be qualified for Title I.  This information is important for reporting purposes.
