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Introduction

This document is the Object Plan for the StudentLEARelationship Object and the Common Element OrganizationRelationshipType.

This Object Plan was created based on feedback from state and local implementations.

Business and End User Use Cases

The StudentSchoolEnrollment object currently models a student’s relation to a school within a LEA. StudentSchoolEnrollment currently supports a MembershipType attribute that describes that relationship as HOME, CONCURRENT, or SUMMER.  This is generally insufficient for describing the student's relationship to the LEA. The two main business cases are: 

1. A student joins the LEA and is not yet enrolled in a specific school. At the moment the student joins the LEA, the LEA is accountable for that student. However, since no relationship exists between the student and a specific school, an instance of StudentSchoolEnrollment cannot yet exist or fully provide all needed information. 

2. There are cases where the relationship of a student is more complex than that strictly defined by an enrollment within a specific school. For instance:

a. The student is “out placed.” For example, a student is considered to be “out-placed” if he or she is taking part in a program implemented by another state or an institution, but the LEA in question is fiscally accountable for the student. No school entity exists in the system of record in this case. LEA's currently work around this by creating pseudo school entities that represent these types of affiliations. 

b. The student is involved in a non-School program that the LEA or Region offers and needs to be accounted for in the LEA’s reporting. 

For these cases, and the multiple derivatives of them, the Data Model Task Force has created this new object, StudentLEARelationship, to model the student to LEA relationship. The nature of these complex potential relationships also drew us to create the OrganizationRelationshipType common element.

Object Dependencies and Relation Map

	The purpose of the StudentLEARelationship object is to represent the current information available regarding a single student's relationship/affiliation to a single LEA for a specific school year as of the time a SIF Event or SIF Response is generated by the system of record. This object is not designed to operate on a historical/longitudinal basis in the default context.

StudentLEARelationship instances must not span multiple school years.

Only one instance of the StudentLEARelationship object with  MembershipType=Home may exist for a specific time interval between EntryDate and ExitDate (inclusive) for a given student, LEA, and school year.

Mutltiple instances of the StudentLEARelationship object with MembershipType=Concurrent may exist for a specific time interval between EntryDate and ExitDate (inclusive) for a given student, LEA, and school year.

Multiple instances of StudentLEARelationship will occur for specific or overlapping time intervals if a student has affiliations with multiple LEA's. This will most likely be detected during aggregate data collection from multiple LEA's. Since StudentLEARelationship/RefId and StudentLEARelationship/StudentPersonalRefId are zone-specific, external mechanisms (e.g. student locator) would be required to correlate multiple instances of a single student affiliating with multiple LEA's.

OrganizationRelationshipType Common Element

To support the immediate and possible future requirements of the new StudentLEARelationship object, and for potential inclusion within the StudentSchoolEnrollment object, the Data Model Task Force proposes the creation of a new common element: OrganizationRelationshipType. OrganizationRelationshipType will be a complex element initially support describing student to LEA membership using the following types: 

· ResidencyStatus (code) and 

· ProvidingInstruction (boolean) and

· ProvidingServices (boolean) and 

· FinanciallyResponsible (boolean)

Each of these will be a sub-element under OrganizationRelationshipType. This common element will be instantiated in the StudentLEARelationship Object as the LEARelationshipType element.

This element will be used in conjunction with the MembershipType element to ensure consistency and backward compatibility with StudentSchoolEnrollment.
