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Introduction

This document is the Object Plan for the SEAInfo Object.

This Object Plan was created based on feedback from state and local implementations.

Business and End User Use Cases

To facilitate the transfer of State Education Agency (SEA) directory information to the Department of Education (USED) through the Education Data Exchange Network (EDEN). 
Currently, USED requires a State Agency Directory (SAD) object which is comprised of three sub-objects: SEA contact information, SEA address, and SEA agency information. The State Agency Directory object is wrapped within a File Transmit XML object.

Current business and use cases:
	Business/Use Case
	Message Exchange Pattern

	1. A state SEA user submits their State Agency data to EDEN. The SEA data is loaded into the EDEN Submission System. 
	Via Vertical Reporting Choreography

	2. An Assessment Company submits student assessment results to a third party per an SEA’s request.
	Via Vertical Reporting Choreography

	3. An Assessment Company submits student assessment results to an SEA.
	Via Vertical Reporting Choreography

	4. An SEA submits their student assessment results to Assessment Company.
	Via Vertical Reporting Choreography

	5. The SEA submits changes in SEA information (address, phone, superintendent/commissioner, other contacts) to LEAs.

With a single exception, all business and use cases that have currently been identified will most likely use the SIF Vertical Reporting choreography. Business/use case #5 requires support for SIF Events. However, the Data Model Task Force has insufficient requirements surrounding this particular business/use case at this time to propose event support for this object. A future release of this object may support events, but the currently proposed object WILL NOT support events.
