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Proposal for Object Plan
1. The Business Case for School Information
School information consists of information about a school, its contacts, principal, address, buildings and staff members. 

The exchange of school information is required to support exchange of data about a school within its own zone, and also to provide the necessary school context information to support exchanges of data in a national or intra/inter-state context.

Example interchanges that rely on school information being available to support information exchange:

•
School transfers student information to a national reporting agency.  As part of the student information, the report agency needs to know the source school and relevant contact information at the source school.

•
Various systems at a school require key school contact, room information and/or staff information.  For example:
· Timetable applications need to know room information and staff information for scheduling.

· Attendance applications need to know staff name details.

· Curriculum management application requires staff information and room information.
