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Change Proposal

Rationale for Change
Including the StudentPersonalRefId and SchoolInfoRefId as a mandatory element in the Electronic Student Transfer Note forces the related StudentPersonal and SchoolInfo object to be available in the current zone; that is not a reasonable assumption for an object that is intended to move between ZIS instances (jurisdictions).
Business Case
In the eSDTN pilot (http://nsipkb.onconfluence.com/display/SDTN/Pilot-to-production+report+eSDTN), participants notes that:

The reference id (refid) used by the StudentDataTransferNote Object in its current form needed to be obtained from another SIF Object (StudentPersonal) thus requiring that both objects needed to be sent. In this, the first detailed use of the StudentDataTransferNote Object, it was found that choreography could be simplified if the refid was able to be included with  not required to be sent with the SDTN object rather than derived from the StudentPersonal Object.. 

The eSDTN is intended to be transferred between jurisdictions. It is a report on a student described in StudentPersonal, originating in a school described in SchoolInfo, so the generating system needs access to the associated StudentPersonal and SchoolInfo object. However, the eSDTN will be transported to another jurisdiction, which will have its own ZIS, and may well be transferred via a transfer zone common to the two jurisdictions. Neither zone will have the original StudentPersonal or SchoolInfo object; so to retain the integrity of the StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId reference, the referenced StudentPersonal and SchoolInfo object will need to be included in the transfer.

Including StudentPersonal and SchoolInfo in the transfer, however, defeats the purpose of creating a distinct StudentSDTN object: it makes the transfer unnecessarily complex. The original StudentPersonal will likely contain information too sensitive or superfluous to be included in exchange across jurisdictions—which is why StudentSDTN is a distinct object. 

There is a use case for including a StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId for transfer of the StudentSDTN object between schools, which have access to the same ZIS. But because of the use case of transfer between jurisdictions, StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId and StudentSDTN/SchoolInfoRefId needs to be optional.
Time Line

This change will be in the SIF Implementation Specification (Australia) 1.2 timeline.

Potential Object Changes

StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId and StudentSDTN/SchoolInfoRefId is made optional rather than mandatory.

Issues
· The SDTN pilot was not resourced to do master data matching to confirm student identity. It would be useful to use StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId on the sending system side, to confirm student identity using SIF; but the StudentPersonal record cannot be used in that way by the receiving system, so identity matching is not a reason to include StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId in the version of the SDTN object transmitted between jurisdictions. 
· The SDTN pilot triggered requests for StudentSDTN on requests for the related StudentPersonal object. It is unlikely that the receiving system would know the sending system StudentSDTN/StudentPersonalRefId, and this would not be a proper surrogate for a national student identifier. Students will need to work out alternate searches to request StudentSDTN with. These may include a combination of StudentSDTN/SchoolLocalId and information in PersonInfo.
· A national student identifier has been proposed in some quarters as a way of ensuring unambiguous requesting of SDTN; however the StudentSDTN cannot preempt the decision to implement such an identifier, and it does not currently provide for retrieval by student identifier.
