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Change Proposal

Rationale for Change
There is growing interest in using SIF AU to exchange data in support of financial processes in the school sector. This proposal repurposes existing financial objects in the SIF US model for the Australian context. It adds one object (Journal) to support reconciliation of accounts, and one object (Debtor) to capture general information about debtors.
Payroll and financial statements are not covered by this proposal.

Business Case
Interest in exchanging financial objects through SIF AU has been expressed by DET ACT, CEO Melbourne, and various independent schools.

This change will be in the SIF Implementation Specification (Australia) 1.4 timeline.

The following are the main differences between the SIF AU and the SIF US financial objects:

· Payroll objects have not been included. 

· The Debtor and Journal objects have been added.

· Financial statement objects have not been included. 

· The FinancialClass object has not been included. Instead, the FinancialClass/ClassType element is folded into FinancialAccount, as a first-level classification of accounts.
· The FinancialTransaction object has not been included. Information about actual account credit and debit transactions can always be inferred from the Journal, Invoice and PaymentReceipt objects.

· Fiscal Year has been treated as an element rather than a distinct object.

· AccountingPeriod has been treated as an element rather than a distinct object. The local identifier for the accounting period is assumed to be informative enough, without specifying an explicit start and end date as object elements.
· The join object FinancialAccountAccountingPeriodLocationInfo has been left out. Rather than couple location and account, the SIF AU object assumes that locations, if required, will have their own subaccounts, and FinancialAccount is optionally associated with a specific ChargedLocationInfo object. Where necessary, AccountingPeriod and FinancialAccount are referenced separately, rather than in a single join object.
· Requisitions are not supported in Purchasing.
· Financial accounts can have subaccounts, reflecting a tree structure of accounts. This tree structure can be used to represent simple or complex hierarchies reflecting an organization’s chart of accounts structure.
· Invoice can be used, with debit amounts, for credits to external parties unrelated to purchase of goods and services, commonly referred to as ‘credit notes’.
· Tax rate information (GST) is included where appropriate in Debtor/Creditor Purchasing, Invoice, and Payments, General Ledger receipts/payments and journals.

· PurchaseOrder can be updated to reflect how much of an order has been fulfilled.

· Invoice has creator and approver attributes added.
· The PaymentReceipt object can be used for general ledger transactions, with no associated Invoice object.

Object Definitions
The following diagram illustrates the relations between the proposed objects. The original US data model is given first; then the proposed Australian data model is shown, with the additions for the Australian data model in red.
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· PurchaseOrder is a request from a school authority to a Vendor for goods or services. It may specify an account to be billed, which implies a commitment to pay the Vendor out of that account.

· Invoice is a request for money to be paid. It may issued by a Vendor to the school authority in response to a request for goods or services (PurchaseOrder). It may be issued by the school authority to a Debtor (a family, or a sundry debtor such as the YMCA), as a request for the Debtor to pay the school. (e.g. for families the invoicing of class fees, or class materials; or for sundry debtor, for the hire of the school hall)
· PaymentReceipt is an assertion that money has been received or paid out, and is used to reflect either outbound funds (typically in order to fulfill the request for money captured in Invoice, if a creditor invoice), or to reflect funds received (to indicate payments received from debtors, e.g. parent payment of schools fees). PaymentReceipt optionally nominates the specific accounts used for the payment. The nominated accounts may be different from the accounts nominated in the associated PurchaseOrder.
· Journal requests a transfer of money between two accounts, which is realized through two balanced transactions. The net effect of a journal is always $0.00 as funds are simply being transferred from one account to another account. Journals are typically used to correct coding errors in the original invoice or other transaction.
Invoice
This object contains an amount to be billed to an outside entity. This object can include school fees. The object is also used for payments to an outside entity (using debit amounts), where those payments are not for goods and services (PurchaseOrder object): e.g. credit notes, reimbursements, rebates.

· Credit BilledAmount values are permitted for family credit notes, and are expected to be associated to a normal debit invoice via RelatedInvoiceRefId.
· Credit BilledAmount values are also permitted for rebates to families. These will not be associated with a normal debit invoice.

· Credit BilledAmount values are permitted for reimbursements to vendors, and are expected to be associated to a normal debit invoice via RelatedInvoiceRefId (the original vendor invoice). Payments to vendors for goods and services should instead be done via the PurchaseOrder object, and associated with a purchase order.
· The object currently allows for only a single transaction per invoice. It may need to be changed if it is felt necessary to cover multiple transactions under the one invoice, e.g. to support a many–to–many mapping of invoices to purchase orders.

Issues

· This object can be used to serve a number of purposes:

· It complements the Invoice object, and contains information about the payment of an Invoice object (for example the payment by a school of a creditor invoice, or the payment by a parent to the school for a family invoice).
· It supports the payment of funds to debtors (for example to cater for refunds to families)

· It support the receipt of funds from creditors (for example if a creditor provides a refund to the school for warranty claims)

· It can be used to record general ledger (GL) payments and receipts. General ledger payments are typically used to record payments by a school of bank fees or other scenarios where an invoice is not likely to be received by the school. General ledger receipts can be used to record receipts into a school’s accounts where invoices are not issued by the school – for example the recording of interest credited to the school’s bank account.
· The PaymentReceipt object only references one Invoice reference. If payment is made for multiple objects at the same time, one PaymentReceipt object should still be created for each invoice: the PaymentReceipt object represents the fulfillment of an invoice, rather than a single transfer of a funds to a vendor.
· InvoiceRefId is an element rather than an attribute, as in the SIF US object’s BillingRefId.

· InvoiceRefId is optional, rather than mandatory as in the SIF US object’s BillingRefId. InvoiceRefId should only be optional for general ledger transactions, e.g. dishonoured cheque fees or bank interest, or creditor receipts/debtor payments..
