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Overview

The current SIF UK Data Model does not contain assessment objects. However, DSWG has determined that adding assessment objects to the data model is a priority.  A “Proof of Concept” (POC2) proposed by C2k in Northern Ireland and now approved and funded by BECTA requires assessment objects to fulfill its objectives. POC2 is scheduled for testing in the November 2007 timeframe. Therefore, assessment objects are needed almost immediately to begin SIF agent development in this area.
The requirements of POC2 clearly stand as the first Business Use Case towards the creation of assessment objects.  It has a very specific choreography and returns a single age-based score per assessment. Learners are assessed only at Key Stage 3 and below.
It is clear that there are several other business use cases that need to be represented in this proposal.  The CBDS specification contains a number of assessment related elements as do other specifications currently in use.  These are not currently represented here but clearly need to be at some point.  DfES (now DCFS) is currently working on alignments between CBDS and QAN, A_COMP, RAISEonline, 14-19 Qualifications (Key Stage 4/5), Foundation Stage Profile (FSP), Assessment Regime Changes, and so on.  The new assessment objects need to also account for assessment components for threshold and question level data.
Because of the aggressive timeline associated with POC2 it is best to consider a “core” set of assessment objects that can be used now and then easily extended later. Several examples have been included here as a way of increasing confidence that the proposed core objects can be effectively extended later.

Use Cases for POC2
In October 2006, C2k prepared a document entitled “SIF Pilot Proposal version 5.0” for consideration by the Data Services Programme Board (DSPB).  The document outlines the purposes and expected outcomes for a Proof of Concept and does a good job of describing the pilot and especially the roles of each application in light of SIF.  It stands as the basis for this first business use case.  

1.1 – Use Case 1 (POC2):  Teacher administers an online Assessment

	1. While the school maintains current enrolment and demographic data for each learner not all MIS systems store historical data, and even when they do it is not always possible to correctly pair the data with assessment results. Therefore, it is important that the values of key demographic elements be preserved along with the assessment results. The approach suggested in this proposal provides for demographic data to be specified for each learner when they are assigned to take an assessment, and again with assessment results.

Proposed SIF UK Assessment Objects and their Relationships
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This diagram shows proposed new SIF objects that can be extended later to support other business cases.  It should be noted that all of these objects fall into one of four different categories, assessment definition, and assessment administration, assessment results, and assessment Content.
Assessment Definition objects are used to describe the identifiable characteristics of any assessment or test. These objects are flexible in that they can describe a very sophisticated high stakes assessment or a simple teacher defined quiz.  An assessment is a concept which is represented in this model as an Assessment Component group , a collection of Assessment components (or subtests). An assessment Component may optionally be associated with a list of valid values (a Gradeset) which forms part of the description. An Assessment Gradeset can be associated with more than one component, if they share a common results scheme.

It is expected that Assessment definition objects will be distributed via SIF by suppliers such as the DCSF, Local Authorities, and Examination Boards etc., However it is possible for establishments to create new Assessment description objects either from scratch or existing objects, and then wish to transfer then either vertically or horizontally.
Generally speaking assessment definitions do not change over time.

Assessment definitions are likely to be moved between systems in distribution from statutory bodies or Synchronization operations between systems

Assessment Results are represented by the Learner Assessment Result object. This object represents a single result for a single subject for a single Student. The result cannot exist in isolation of the Assessment definition and Learner.  Assessment Result objects are most likely to be moved vertically in statutory collection operations and result distribution operations eg: from Examination marking services. 
Assessment Administration objects are used to associate individuals and events with particular assessments.  An Assessment Learner Set represents a collection of learners who have been associated with one Assessment Component Group (Common Goal). An Assessment Session represents a single Instance in space (location) and time when the Assessment Learner Set performs an activity which could lead to the generation of results for all or part of the common goal.

A Learner set can exist without Instances to represent for example an empty markbook showing the intent to attain an assessment.   

Assessment Administration objects are less likely to have meaning outside of the organization that they are designed in, but may need to be moved horizontally in  that organization. There may be circumstances such as enrolling learners in external examinations where this may also be a useful construct.
Assessment Content is the least well defined area of the proposal, which will benefit in the future from additional input from Assessment Content vendors. The model is intended to capture the content, (stimuli and responses) which were used / generated during a particular Assessment Session. The current business cases only require the transportation of responses from testing software to result generating software. Responses have a context of when where and whom but currently lack the “to what stimuli”. To some extent “Why” is answered by the ‘common goal’
There is a purposeful decoupling between the Assessment Content model and the other three object categories, to facilitate independent development when business cases arise. Neither part of the model is complete, but is intended to be represent a solid extensible core for the SIF UK Assessment data Model.
