These elements have been identified in collaboration with other working groups, primarily the Student Information Systems Working Group. Some of their work for this release is dependent on these common elements. 
New Common Element: PersonInfo

Business and End User Use Cases

To support the immediate and possible future requirements of the new ContactPersonal Data Object, and for potential inclusion within other “personal” Data Objects in a future major release, the Data Model Task Force proposes the creation of a new Common Element: PersonInfo. PersonInfo will initially support the core data elements describing personal information for “person” entities.

New Common Element: Location

Business and End User Use Cases

To support the immediate and possible future requirements of the new StudentActivityInfo Data Object, and for potential inclusion within other “location” Data Objects and other Data Objects that reference informally defined locations in a future major release, the Data Model Task Force proposes the creation of a new Common Element: Location. Location will initially support the core data elements describing specific physical locations. Location is not meant to replace the LocationInfo object but is, rather, supposed to facilitate consistent but informal descriptions and references of specific, physical locations. The intent of this proposal is to enable the reuse of the Location element across the Data Model as it currently exists in the AggregateStatitisticInfo object with minimal changes (this is contingent on exploration of further business and use cases).

Recommendation Regarding the Concept of “Tribal Origin”

During the current specification development cycle the Utah and Wyoming State Departments of Education made several suggestions for alterations to the data model. One of these suggestions was to introduce a new element to the RaceList common element to model the concept of affiliation of persons to American Indian tribes.

SIF and NCES derive the structure of the RaceList common element and its attendant code set from a hierarchical code set that has been established by the U.S. Office of Management and Budget and the Bureau of the Census (OMB/BC). The OMB/BC code set does not contain a separate concept for tribal affiliation but, rather, it includes American Indian tribes as part of the overall race hierarchy. In the OMB/BC code set, which maps to the SIF/NCES “0998” code set, the R1 hierarchy includes a relatively large set of American Indian tribes.

When the SIF Association implemented the OtherCodeList structure it was intended to provide the opportunity for more detail for specific code use cases that demanded it. This use case for tribal affiliation seems to fit the pattern for which OtherCodeList was originally developed: more detail needed for a specific code set use case. It is the recommendation of the Data Model Task Force that OtherCodeList be used in conjunction with the OMB/BC code set to supply the additional information set needed for the tribal affiliation use case. Following is one example of how OtherCodeList can be used to model the tribal affiliation use case.
