Business Case

ResponseToIntervention (RTI) is needed in SIF in order for educators to view the RTI information of their students alongside their test scores. They go to the data warehouse to look at this information.  In addition, this information is at reported from the LEA to the SEA as Federal and State governments are requiring this information. This is currently part of NCLB and required by law.

RTI is a specific method of intervention that is designed to provide early assistance to students who are having difficulty with specific academic content standards.   The focus is upon early intervention, frequent progress measurement and research-based instructional interventions.  There are three different levels, during which different and increasing intervention is provided.
